Language Arts

Please continue to practice sight words at home. Our sight words were: put, take, every, old,
by. Next week’s words will be: after, think, let, going, walk, May 9-13: again, may, stop, fly,
round. May 16-20: give, once, open, has, live. May 23- 27: thank. We review 10 sight words
each week. Students read the sight words as they come in the door each morning..
We are practicing short vowel word families, blends, digraphs, and silent e.  Please have your
child read the fluency passages to you five or more times to build reading fluency.
